Rotary Youth Exchange students spend a year living with host families and attending school in a country other than their own.  They learn a new way of living, maybe even a new language, and a great deal about themselves.  Exchange students will gain lifelong advantages through an expanded world view and greater appreciation of the world. 
To qualify, a student should be between the ages of 15 and 16, in the upper-third of his or her academic class, of good character and emotionally stable, and be in good physical condition.  Most importantly, he or she must be able and willing to be a good ambassador. The student, or the student's family, is expected to pay travel and insurance costs, as well as provide some spending and emergency money. FLAG (Foreign Links Around the Globe) is a non-profit organization driven to promote personal growth, interpersonal communication skills, intercultural awareness, and academic advancement through both public and private inbound high school experiences, outbound, ESL Camps, and short-term cultural exchanges.  FLAG’s small by design philosophy gives a “personal touch” to all programs.

FLAG selects international partners based upon similar values and philosophies. FLAG currently works with 17 countries and is proud of the personal, long-term relationships with many partners. Student selection for the programs includes personal interviews, English proficiency, academics, and maturity.  Orientation includes sessions in the home country prior to departure, plus an orientation weekend upon arrival in America.  The central office and coordinators maintain contact with students, host families, and schools throughout the program.

Semester/Academic Year Program—Foreign teens live with a U.S. host family and attend school (typically public) for one academic semester/year. 

Beyond Program (Private School)—Foreign students live with a U.S. host family and attend a private school for one academic semester or year. 

For both AYP and Beyond, cost is $3,500 to $5,500, including insurance, but excluding transportation, personal expenses, and any school tuition. The programs include a three-day arrival orientation weekend, and personal assistance throughout the stay. 

Short-Term Program – Students typically come in groups of 10-15 from a single country and travel to a predetermined region.  Some group activities and U.S. host family experiences highlight the program.
